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EXERCISE 1: LISTENING & PRONUNCIATION
Svolgi due esercizi di listening: per prima cosa guarda il video cercando
di concentrarti sul suo significato generale. Poi riascoltalo leggendo la
trascrizione qui riportata. Infine, leggi il testo ad alta voce elicitando
vocabolario e pronuncia.

Hello and welcome to a new lesson of Learn Local - English Together. Would you
like to go grocery shopping with me today?
We are going to stop at a CONAD grocery store in Castiglioncello to pick up some
groceries.
One of the first things we are going to need is a cart/basket. Let’s grab one from
right here. Now we’re ready to go!
So we are entering the produce section, where you will find fresh fruit and
vegetables: apples, pears, oranges, bananas, and vegetables like zucchini,
cucumbers, carrots, squash. You can choose whether to get loose produce or
bagged/packaged produce
Should I get the single ones or should I get the bag?
The next section you’ll find is the deli section. We’re at the deli counter, where
you can order freshly-sliced lunch meat, cold cuts and ready-made meals, that
is food that’s ready to go.
This is the bakery, where you will find freshly-baked bread, sandwich bread, and
all kinds of flat breads typical from Tuscany, like schiacciata, as well as yummier
things like cakes, muffins, and homemade biscuits.
Next, I am going to be walking to the dairy section, which includes all kinds of
products made from milk, like butter, cheeses, mozzarella cheese, yogurt, cream,
whipping cream, and, for some strange reason, eggs.
Moving on to the meat section, where you can choose whether to go for a fresh
cut of meat or some pre-packaged meat, like poultry, that is chicken, turkey
and other birds, pork and beef.
As for fish, in this grocery store there’s no fish counter, but you can still get some
frozen fish like salmon, sea bass/branzino (my favourite), and fish sticks.
Now I’m going down an aisle. The long and often narrow space between the rows
of shelves in a supermarket or grocery store is called “aisle” in English. I’m walking
down the cleaning supplies, and right behind me is the pet supplies section:
everything you need for your dogs/cats/hamsters.
Okay we’re done shopping, we’re going to check out. We’re at the checkout: I
need to prepare my membership card and pay. Now all of the items are going
down the conveyor belt and the cashier is scanning them while I put them in my
bag. You can pay in cash or by credit/debit card. In such cases you will have to
enter your pin, sign and get your final receipt.
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EXERCISE 2: PRONUNCIATION TIPS
In questa lezione abbiamo incontrato almeno 3 parole particolarmente
interessanti dal punto di vista fonetico: partiamo da produce, con cui si
indicano in inglese i prodotti ortofrutticoli. Questa parola ha la stessa
grafia del verbo produrre, (to) produce. Dunque come facciamo a
distinguerle? Grazie allo stress o accento della parola. Produce (N) ha
l’accento sulla prima sillaba > [pro’duce], mentre nel verbo l’accento
cade sulla seconda vocale, la u > [produ’ce]. È importante operare tale
distinzione nella pronuncia al fine di indicare l’una o l’altra cosa.

L’altro vocabolo su cui vorrei attirare la tua attenzione è groceries,
generi alimentari, la cui pronuncia ammette due varianti: la prima,
quella che ho utilizzato io, è prettamente americana: [grousheries],
mentre la seconda è [grouseri]. Ti rimando alla sezione del Cambridge
Dictionary dedicata alla parola groceries.

Inoltre, la sillaba -on
finale non si pronuncia O, ma /ən
